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1. Family Worship 

a. Rigid: do it frequently

Deuteronomy 6:6–7 “These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart. 7 “You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up. 

Deuteronomy 11:19 “You shall teach them to your sons, talking of them when you sit in your house and when you walk along the road and when you lie down and when you rise up. 

The phrase, “my son,” appears 25 times in Proverbs. Implication: a father is regularly instructing his children in Scripture

Proverbs 1:8 Hear, my son, your father’s instruction And do not forsake your mother’s teaching

Proverbs 3:1 My son, do not forget my teaching, But let your heart keep my commandments

Proverbs 3:11 My son, do not reject the discipline of the LORD Or loathe His reproof

Ephesians 6:4 Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger, but bring them up in the discipline and instruction of the Lord. 

b. Not rigid: the technique

Suggestions (not commandments!):

· Pick a semi-regular time

· Avoid feeling like you need to be long and profound 

· Read a biblical passage and ask good questions. 

· Why do you think God said / did that? 
· What did the person in the story do that was honoring or dishonoring to the Lord?
· Why do you think the person in the story responded that way?
· Have you ever done something like that? 
· Etc.

· Lots and lots of gospel (cf. 1 Cor 2:2)

· Pick good devotional material to go through consistently

· Long Story Short
· The Puritan Heroes 

· Try to avoid teaching passive listening (e.g. ask them what they heard from what you read)

· Preferable if dad often leads

· Go through the Proverbs semi-regularly

· Don’t come unglued if the kids are not hanging on every word you say (or if they don’t pay attention well)

· However, train them to pay attention

· Pray and ask them to pray

· Remind them of something along the lines of B.B. Warfield’s famous quote, “When the Bible speaks, God speaks.”

· Sing good hymns now and then

2. Will spanking, done biblically, produce a violent child?

· Would the Lord command parents to do something which produced unrighteousness? 

Proverbs 20:30 Stripes that wound scour away evil, and strokes reach the innermost parts. 

· We can obey the Lord and trust him with results. 

· If a child becomes violent, it is certainly not the product of biblical discipline. Rather, it is the product of their wicked heart (cf. Jer 17:9).
